I. CLOTHES AND FASHION

1. What attitude do people have to fashion? What does fashion mean to you -
what is your own attitude? What do we wear on various occasions?
2. What factors have influenced the way of dressing? What does fashion

include? (mention the climate, history, social and cultural influnces; accessories, hairstyles,
makeup, lifestyle)

3. What changes in fashion very quickly? (style of different historical periods, design,
cuts and patterns of fabrics, trends) What are the current trends in fashion?
4. What kind of materials, patterns and colours can be used to make

clothes? (natural materials — linen, cotton, wool, silk, muslin, denim, velvet x man made
fibres and fabrics — nylon, acrylic, polyester; patterns— plain, textured, printed, spotted,
polka dots /dotted/, checked, striped, flowered; colours — bright, subdued, garish, pastel;
